CRITTER GITTERS Production Statement

FCC E/I

This is documentation that The Producers of the Critter Gitter series [The Program] {Tom Moyer Executive Producer} have filed proper paperwork and follow proper guidelines in order for The Program to be classified as TV-G E/I with the FCC as an FCC Children’s Television Educational/Informational Program for kids primarily 9 to 14.  The Programs shall be delivered to stations fully Closed Captioned and with the FCC’s required E/I logo on screen the entire duration of the program (not necessary during commercial time.) The beginning of each episode shall have a video billboard with the recommended rating TV-G E/I.

Commercial Limits

The Producers shall keep total commercial time (local openings and national/barter combined) within The Program to 5:00 minutes or less.  The Producers shall provided The Program to stations with no more than 3:00 minutes of barter commercial time.  Additionally, The Producers have the option of filling the remaining 2:00 minutes of “local time” with PSAs for Non-Profit, 401-c3 agencies prior to delivery to stations.  The stations maintain the right to “roll over” the 2:00 minutes of PSAs at their discretion.

Website Compliance

The Producers shall neither mention nor show onscreen any websites within the The Program with the exception of http://www.crittergitters.com. The Producers agree to maintain the website in a manner compliant with the FCC Kids E/I guidelines effective January 1, 2007 and going forward.  The Producers agree to give stations five [5] days notice prior to adding any ads, logos or potentially commercial material thus allowing stations time to review the changes.

No Host Selling

The Producers shall not use any program character/host/program name to endorse any product either within the program itself or during any commercial time nor during or adjacent to The Program’s air time.  (Example: No Critter Gitters talent may be used to sell toys in a commercial during the program nor in a pre/or/end break of The Program.)

Program Description

The Program is a half-hour live action television series.  The Program is about a group of neighborhood kids who join forces with a couple of veterinarians and an inventive professor to become a search and rescue unit, a detective agency, and a police force for animals.  The team works with authorities to solve animal mysteries, puzzling cases and even international crimes involving animals of every size, shape and species.  Each episode contains educational material and information about science, animals, and geography, while The Critter Gitters solve moral and ethical dilemmas that face children in everyday life.  In order for parents, children, and listing services to clearly identify the program as one that fulfills the FCC description of a program that meets kids' educational television needs, the beginning of each program includes a video billboard with the recommended rating TV-G E/I.
